Key Points:


1. C&W carbon usage. If already high, is this a barrier to investment? Does carbon trading in some way negate this? A planning issue for local authorities IF LA driven targets. 





2. Leads into the travel/transport infrastructure. Are the Cheshire East/CWAC/Warrington plans coordinated enough? Manchester International Airport serves a different business to that of Liverpool. Can they work together and have a high speed link e.g. rail between the two or are they complementary already? Opportunity is in the medium to long haul section i.e. Manchester.





3. Linking areas of deprivation to growing areas requires sustainable transport policy.





4. Strands – general agreement – focus on Option 2. Option 4 – should money be assigned to deprived areas only?











Points to feed back:


1. Planning – what are the environmental limits related to actual geography? Balance with quality of life in C&W. Weaver Valley project a good scheme for “rest of Cheshire” rather than city regions pull.





2. Local rail routes into main hubs required. Electrification of the West Coast main line.  Planned Rail Freight does not come across strongly enough. Potential for rail/truck/trailer hub where trailers are put on to a freight train.





3. Cross-regional opportunities should be expanded since “lines of maps” e.g. for road transport, are not necessarily reality!





Points to feed back:


1. Economic growth in Manchester/Liverpool must be able to be capitalised on via the infrastructure of the rest of C&W (e.g. roads, broadband, etc). People to be encouraged to live in towns and cities. Crewe is still a major rail interlink hub.





Points to feed back:


1. Access to Manchester Airport not mentioned, e.g. rail inter-connectability.


2. Rise in sea levels - could be an issue for C&W.


3. Rural economy - massive in Cheshire - not highlighted.


4. Health inequalities across C&W are prevalent.


5. Potential to develop the brownfield sites of C&W’s industrial heritage.


6. Good HE in North West, but graduate retention is low. Current economic downturn may be an opportunity.


7. Need to encourage R&D investment.
