Comments included:


4 themes are about right – climate change is very important.


Ambition – to be recognised internationally.


Poverty – social side / balance.


Growth – delivery is key.


Growth – possible conflict with climate change – can we continue to grow?


Quality of life vs inequality. 


Economic well being – recognised as something we want to aim for.


Education – knowledge of what is going on and what to aim for.


Climate change – recognise opportunities, build on them.


Quality of life – very good here, second best region.  This must be balanced with sustainability.


Spatial Issues - interaction with other areas and nations  - need them to be ‘talked up’.


Ownership issues – recognising where people live.  City Regions - new concept.  


Environment – impact of trains on climate change/carbon footprint.  Links to airports. 


The division in north Cheshire is not picked up in the strategy.


Broadband – recommend improvement to the broadband highway rather than roads.















































Comments included:


Daresbury and The Heath – not recognised.


Sustainable – low carbon economy.


Sustainable – rural economy.


Planning – work/homes should be close together.


Must get words such as ‘walking’ and ‘cycling’ into the document.


Transport system – fragile in this SR – no opportunities being offered for alternatives.


Rail growth has not been expanded in the last 20 years.


Movement of people – planning needs to address these issues together with deliverability – integrated strategy.


Broadband connectivity – very important.


Travel within the region – necessity – low carb.


Enterprise for women – approval of this initiative.


High level entrepreneurial initiative s– again, approval of this type of initiative and hope that a climate will be created to support these links.


Transport connectivity – quality of stock, must be attractive and safe, with a consistency of approach: safety, security, pricing, reliability.  Key: competition, funding, prioritisation, reliability.





Points to feed back:


The Sub-Region should decide for itself its role within the Region rather than this being dictated.


Are we at risk of overheating the economy with the emphasis which is currently placed on the two city regions?


Are we looking at the right indicators, ie, in comparison with other regions – baskets of indicators sharing quality of life may be better.





Comments included:


Cheshire’s role – we need to be clear about our role and how we are portrayed.


Priorities for Cheshire – NOT Manchester and Liverpool.  Too much dominance on City Regions.


Refocus on primary growth projects.


Key driver – economic growth (ie, GVA).


National funding for the Sub-Region vs South East.


Travel in 20 years time may not be centred round work, may be more focussed on leisure.


Broadband connectivity very important.
